The pressure container on the Party Blaster is rated at 100 psi.   Over pressure will result in deformation of the container and then rupture which may cause injury.    Do not allow children under 16 to operate this equipment.

Any compressor or pump that has a regular tire fill valve will work with your 

Party Blaster ......  However, the picture below shows two common fill valves, the one on the right is supplied with many of the small compressors sold today.  The fill valve on the LEFT is RECOMMENDED.   

If you have a compressor without a Aquality@ fill valve, we recommend that you change it to one as shown on the left.  You can find such a valve at your local auto parts store. This type of valve will latch onto the valve on the Party Blaster and will not lose air when removed rapidly.  The other valve can be used, but can be very frustrating because of the loss of air when it is removed.
